MEMORANDUM OF UNDERSTANDING
BETWEEN

AGREEMENT UNDER SECTION 90(1) of the Energy Act 2013.AND SECTION
28(1) OF THE NORTHERN IRELAND ACT 1998

This Agreement is made between the Department of Agriculture, Environment and
Rural Affairs (Northern Ireland) (“DAERA") and the Office for Nuclear Regulation
(“the ONR”) under section 90(1) of the Energy Act 2013 and section 28(1) of the
Northern Ireland Act 1998. It relates to functions that the ONR agrees to perform on
behalf of the DAERA being functions that in the opinion of the Secretary of State can
appropriately be performed by the ONR.

IT IS AGREED THAT:

1. Subject to paragraphs 2 and 3, the ONR shall perform the functions set out in the
Schedule on behalf of the DAERA. The functions set out in the Schedule being
functions conferred on the DAERA by regulations 21(2A) and 22 (in so far as it
relates to the functions of the competent authority in relation to ADR carriage of class

7 goods by road) of The Carriage of Dangerous Goods and Use of Transportable
Pressure Equipment Regulations (Northern Ireland) 2010' (2010 Regulations”).

2. Nothing in this Agreement shall prevent DAERA from exercising any functions
conferred on it by regulations 21(2A) and 22 of the 2010 Regulations and set out in
the Schedule to this Agreement. Wherever practicable the DAERA shall inform the
ONR that they intend to perform any such function.

3. This Agreement comes into effect on 07/11/ 2023. It will terminate on the expiry of
six months written notice of termination given by either party to the Agreement to the
other party.

The ONR shall perform, on behalf of the DAERA, the following functions of the
DAERA as the competent authority for Northern lreland in relation to ADR transport
of class 7 goods by road under regulations 21(2A) and 22 of the 2010 Regulations.

For the purposes of this Agreement, a reference to a provision of the 2021 Edition of
the ADR shall be deemed to be a reference to the corresponding provision in any
subsequent edition of the ADR.
